In late 2002, someone asked if the
newsletter could be e-mailed via com-
puter. About the same time someone ha
indicated that it would be nice if our post
had a website. Knowing the limitations of
e-mail at the time and the size of the pub-
lication, in most cases e-mail would not be
feasible.

An idea was born. The newsletter could
be put on the internet so anyone could
read it if the Post had a website. What

turned out to be just an idea blossomed

into another role that théFW Newsditor
would take on.

In January 2003, research began on

what it would take to get an internet site

up and running. Post 5040 did have a web-

site that was put up, but it was not main-
tained and few people knew about it. It

Newsis created on a computer and laid out
to what it will look like when printed, the
electronic file is sent to the print shop
through the internet. The only paper copy
made is the preview copy and the copy

qyou receive in the mail. Using high-speed

electronic copying, each newsletter is cre-
ated from the electronic file to produce a
crisp, clean image.

From its beginning in 1955 as a local
VFW Post newsletter, theFW Newsis
now available to anyone in the world with
an internet connection.
