Program 
includes Don Scott's 10-piece band on 
Saturday September 10 for the Dedi-
cation Dance, Sunday September 11 
is the parade starting at Olson Park, 
smorgasbord dinner at the post, and at 

7:00 pm the 3-hour Pageant of Drums 
at the WCHS athletic field. 

· Roy Stackhouse says that 100 men 
donated 1,200 hours during the 
Fourth of July Festival. Net profit was 
$2,229.82 

· VFW bowling league is scheduled to 
start in September, room for 60 bowl-
ers, at the new alleys on Route 47. 

· 2 people sent in entries for the "name 
this publication contest". The commit-
tee decides to stick with the present 
name "Woodstock V.F.W. News"
