People may still smoke in their home
cars, outdoors, private nursing hom
rooms, home offices not open to the pu
lic, retail tobacco shops, and certain hot
or motel rooms.

Smokers that violate the law by smok
ing at indoor public places can be fine
between $100 and $250.

Establishments that violate the law ca
be charged an amount between $100 a
$250 for the first violation and a minimum
of $250 for a second violation within
year. Subsequent violations within a yed
of the first violation will cost establish-
ments at least $2,500.
